The mingling of habitats,
wildlife and the seasons has long
drawn writers and artists, including
Zane Grey, one of the most success-
ful western fiction writers of all
time. He penned this description of
Rim Country: “In places where
Lucy could see the Rim she was
astounded and delighted. She had
carried away a picture of the colored
walls, but now there was a blaze of
gold, purple, cerise, scarler, all the
hues of fire. Frost had rwouched
maples, aspens, oaks, with a magic

wand. It seemed another and more
beautiful forest land she was enter-
ing.”

Zane Grey's descriprive words
aptly capture the robust colors of
autumn. But this area is spectacular
in every season — with a range of
activities to match the variety of the

The cool pines
of summer provide
a reprieve from the
sizzling desert heat
of the Phoenix
area. Come summer, the Arizona
Game and Fish Department stocks
miles of streams near Payson as the
Forest Service opens hundreds of
CAMPSItes 0 visitors,

In the summer, hikers can go
tor days without seeing another per-
son on hundreds of trails both ar
the base of the Rim and along the
top of that chain of 2,000-foor cliffs.
They can find swimming holes
along Tonto Creek or the East
Verde River, rent a horse at Kohl's
Ranch, fish the Rim Country lakes
or cover 30 miles on an ATV trail
through the deep forest.

In the fall, visitors can wander
first through the red and gold cotton-
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woods along stream banks near
Payson and Pine, enjoy the change
of leaves at Tonto Natural Bridge
State Park and drive quiet roads
through groves of golden, quivering
aspen atop the Rim, or fish all day
on Roosevelr Lake.

GATEWAY TO THREE
NATIONAL FORESTS

Not only does the Rim Country
reap the benefits of the intersection
of elevation where high desert, pin-
yon, juniper, riparian cottonwoods
and ponderosa pine forests overlap,
visitors can move easily berween
three of the nation’s largest, most
scenic and most varied national
forests — the Tonto, the Coconino
and the ApacheSitgreaves. The
three forests meet here to form a
woodland area the size of Massa-
chuserts,

Larger than many nations, this
scenic landscape offers a haven for
campers, hikers, joggers, trekkers,
fishermen, hunters, golfers, tennis
players, equestrians, water and
crosscountry skiers, and ourdoor
enthusiasts of all persuasions.

A network of dirt roads and
trails for bikes, horses, hikers and
off-roaders provide access to this
vast, publicly owned resource, That
includes one of the most scenic dirt
roads in the state — the 42-mile
stretch of the old Forest Road 300
between Highway 87 near Straw-
berry and Highway 260,

The road hugs the edge of the
cliffs of the Mogollon Rim, with fre-
quent scenic turnouts. The road fol-
lows the historic wagon road
General George Crook buile w
shuttle supplies between Prescotr,
the Verde Valley and Fort Apache
in the White Mountains during his
long war with the Apache.

In addition, the area offers
thousands of miles of trails for hik-
ers, backpackers, mountain bikers
and horseback riders. The more
than 50mile long Highline Trail
along the base of the Rim offers
breathtaking views and a wilderness

Mountain streams provide plenty of great fishing and
cool wading pools.

feel, with periodic road access and
many springs and streams. Many
trails in the area date back to the
1800s when they linked early home-
steads and ranches. Ger maps at the
Payson Ranger Station, one mile
east of Payson on East Highway
260, A smaller selection is available
at the Chamber's Visitor Center.

For those seeking a hike closer
to the lodging, restaurants and
shopping opportunities of Payson,
the town has already completed 30
miles of an eventual 50-mile trail
systern that allows visitors to hike
right out of town and connect with
most of the major Forest Service
trails.

If that's not enough, hunters
also find Arizona Rim Country a
Mecea for game in season, includ-
ing quail, duck, elk, deer, javelina,
big horn sheep, turkey, antelope,
bear and mountain lion hunting.

For rockhounds, Arizona Rim
Country is a mineralogist's dream
come true. Chert, quartz, gem-qual-
ity geodes and fossils are plentiful,
and just about any prospector or
local rock club member can put you
onto a scatter of handsome red
jasper or agate,

clean mountain air is also a delight.

So to help visitors get the most
out of their visit, we'd like to offer
this brief overview of some of the
vistas, adventures and comforts that
await wvisitors to Arizona Rim
Country.
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Zane Grey Cabin
and museum

Every summer since the Dude Fire
of 1990, visitors o the Rim Country
have noticed the woid left by the
destrucrion of the Zane Grey Cabin. A
cherished landmark near Kohl's
Ranch, the famous western writer used
the cabin as a hunring lodge and
retrear. When the original properry was
sold as a private subdivision after the
fire, many wondered if a replicared
cabin would return to the Rim
Counery.

Like the heroes of Grey's novels, a
group of local western aficionados
banded rogether o benefit their com-
munity, They formed the nonprofie
Zane Grey Cabin Foundation (ZGCF)
to build a historic replica of the cabin
in Payson. If there are any doubts abour
the derermination of these folks, rake a
look ar whar has marerialized in Green
Valley Park,

And don’t hold back any whoops
and hollers — the Zane Grey Cabin was
complered in 2006,

Mo doubt, Zane Grey (1872-1939)
would be proud of this location
because the environment played a
prominent role in his novels. Against
the backdrop of the western landscape,
his valiant cowboys, honorable anch-
ers, chaste women, noble horses and
unscrupulous cutlaws caughe the imag
inations of his readers.

This “father of the western nowvel”
penned 57 westerns, more than 200
short stories, 10 nonfiction  westerns
and numerous hunting and fishing arti-
cles and books. His books spawned
mwre than 130 movies and, at one tme,
only the Bible and McGuffey's Reader
could oursell Fane Grey, His books have

trails ready and waiting for offroaders.

Moreover, Payson has developed 30
miles of trails in town that connect to
that sprawling network of trails through
the forest, Those rown tmails include the
Boulders, Houston and Monument

Payson is the larpest community,
with rural Sear Valley right nexe door.
About 15 miles up Highway 87 lie Pine
and Strawberry, unincorporated com-
munities dominated by retirees, second-
home owners and small shops. Nearly
LOOY feet higher, Pine and Strawberry
have thick pines and more snow.

“Downtown” Pine and Strawberry
feature a charming collection of antique
shops, old farmhouses, restaurants and
specialty stores. Visitors can wour his
toric buildings in the two communities,
including Arizona's oldest standing
schoolhouse in Strawberry.

To the cast of Payson, on Highway
2607 run up to the top of the Mogollon
Rim, lie the communitics of Kohl's
Ranch, Tonto Village and Christopher
Creck.

Kohl's Ranch is one of the ever-pop-
ular recreation spots in Arizona Rim
Country. Eigheeen miles east of Payson,
this rustic resort area was once just a
tiny post office, a store, a bar and a
dance hall with a floor made of wood
planks.

“We used to go up there and dance
on Saturday nights,” one old-timer
recalls, “There was a fiddler and a pianc
player. You would dance untl the dust
was so bad vou couldn’t breathe, Then
everybody would go outside. The dust
would setele, and they'd seart the music
and you'd go back inside.”

Forest ranger
station and residence in Payson, the
1905 Sam Haught cabin, a bronze
memorial to firefighters and a replica
of the historic, two-story Herron
Hotel. Muscum exhibits describe the
human stories of Rim Country.

In Pine, visitors can enjoy the
restored library, the new community
ramada and the Pine Museum,
Housed in what was once a Mormon
church, the museum offers a look back
at the settlers that homesteaded and
pushed canle.
